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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN THE GHANA PRISON MINISTRY AND ALL PARTNERING

CHURCHES

PREAMBLE: In 1993, the Presbyterian Church of Ghana established a
national Prison Ministry and put in place a Council of members from the
Presbyterian Church, the Methodist Church Ghana, the Anglican Church of
Ghana, the Evangelical Presbyterian Church Ghana and the Baptist Convention of
Ghara. Since then, the ministry has become more ecumenical, with deeper
involvement and commitment of these and other Churches including the Ghana
Evangelical Convention (Korle Bu Community Chapel), The Accra Ridge
Church, the Lighthouse International Church, Royalhouse Chapel International
and the Full Gospel Business Men’s International Fellowship (Gateway Chapter).
This is providential and is meeting the needs of prisoners and prison officers who
come from different Protestant backgrounds. It has also united the Churches to
witness the love of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ to those in the prisons who
do not know Him. In working together, we reduce duplication of effort and we
utilize God’s resources wisely and effectively. The Prison Ministry of Ghana that
has developed out of the Presbyterian Church of Ghana and from other sponsoting
Churches is the umbrella organization for achieving these and other objectives
specified in the Constitution of the organization.

This Memorandum of Understanding formally establishes the relationship that
exists between the Prison Ministry of Ghana and partnering Churches in Ghana
and defines the responsibilities and liabilities of each party.

THE PARTIES: The parties to which this Memorandum of Understanding
applies are the Prison Ministry of Ghana, herein referred to as the Prison
Ministry, and all partnering Churches, referred to as Churches.

THE PRISON MINISTRY: The Prison Ministry is a not-for-profit organization,
Eesssiered under the Ghana Companies Code 1963(ACT 179). It comprises of
sesisiered members of all partnering Churches in Ghana and in the rest of the
“Weld and other registered Christians who uphold the objectives of the Prison
Ministry. This organization operates under the Constitution of the Prison Ministry
of Ghana, with a governing Board of Directors, an Executive Committee of the
Board and a Council, which is the supreme governing body with powers to amend
the Constitution. An Executive Director, appointed by the Board of Directors,
runs the day-to-day official business of the Prison Ministry.

The Prison Ministry shall minister the Gospel of Christ in word and in deed to
prisoners and prison officers, working in close collaboration with the Prison
Service of Ghana and in accordance with the rules and regulations of the Prison
Service. The Prison Ministry has powets to acquire property and carry our not-
for-profit business in its name and shall account of its stewardship to the
governing bodies — the Board of Directors and the Council. The Prison Ministry
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shall also send to all partner-Churches, an Annual Report of its activities as well
as a copy of its Annual Financial Audit.

Converts from the Ministry’s work in the prisons are free to join any Church of
their choice; this includes Churches that are not part of the partnering Churches.

4. THE CHURCHES: Heads of all partnering Churches shall constitute the Board
of Trustees. No member of the Board of Trustees shall be a paid officer of the
Prison Ministry or engage in business for or on its behalf,

This Board of Trustees shall be the Custodians of property of the organization. In
this sense, property and all assets of the Prison Ministry in Ghana are vested in the
Board of Trustees who shall hold such property in trust for the Prison Ministry.

In the event of the dissolution of the Prison Ministry, the Board of Trustees shall
determine disposal of such assets belonging to the Prison Ministry at the time.
Such assets shall be transferred either to an organization with mission and
objectives similar to that of the Prison Ministry or as the Board of Trustees might
decide in the best interest of mission of the Church in Ghana. Any immovable
property given to the Ministry by any Partner for the ministry shall on the
dissolution of the Ministry be returned to the original owner.

The Board of Trustees shall also be responsible for the liabilities of the
organization at the time of dissolution of the Prison Ministry and shall settle any

debts the Prison Ministry might owe at the time of dissolution of the Prison
Ministry.

The Board of Trustees shall promote the interest and mission of the Prison
Ministry among all participating Churches throughout the country for
membership and financial support. In this regard, each partnering Church shall set
aside a Prison Ministry Sunday to pray for and seek support for the Prison
Ministry.

D the Prison Ministry. The salary of such a person shall be borne by that

This Memorandum of Understanding is effective between the Prison Ministry and

the partner Churches by the signatures below of the officers of the Prison Ministry
on the one hand and the Heads of the Churches on the other.

This Memorandum of Understanding remains in force until the Head of a Church
decides to withdraw participation by giving notice in writing to the Chairman of
the Board of Trustees and to the Chairman of the Prison Ministry.
